For the ROE, it gives 
you a Witness 
assessment form

For example, select PER1.1, and 
at the very top it gives you a box  
to save this completed form, it 
gives a suggestion, basically  the 
candidate should save it as a 
recognizable name so when they 
get this piece of evidence signed 
off, they send it back to their 
accounts and they can then look 
for it and understand which form 
this is



If this was PER 1.1.a, 
they can write 
PER1.1.a so that you 
can see when you 
look at the content 
later on that this was 
the actually the file 
that was used



All of the content is 
based on the original 
documentation so a lot 
of it should be very 
familiar
